World Englishes

It may sound strange to talk about English in the plural form (after all, we do not normally talk about Frenches, Japaneses, or Germans), but since English comes in so many shapes and is used so widely around the world, we need to account for these different "World Englishes". This course provides an introduction to the "global" language English and examines different varieties of English around the world. We will discuss who actually speaks (what type of) English today, covering native and second language varieties as well as pidgins and creoles, and explore some current debates in World Englishes. To investigate different varieties, we will draw on a range of real texts from spoken and written sources.
